Biology Lab - Living and Once-Living Organisms

Question:  Which of the following are living or once-living?  

Apples, Boston lettuce, Onions, Carrots, Milk, and Yogurt.

State a hypothesis:

Procedure:

1. Place a ruler under your microscope and draw it at scanning power (40x).  Be sure to draw the arrow from your eyepiece.

2. Place thin shavings of the apples, Boston lettuce, onions, and carrots on a slide and view them at the highest magnification necessary to make the best drawing.  Cover slips are not necessary, but you may use them.  Draw each specimen.

3. Place a drop of milk and yogurt on slides with cover slips.  

4. You and your partner should each have a drawing of the ruler and a total of 6 other specimens (4 or more drawings per person).

5. Clean all slides and cover slips.

6. Turn microscope lights off and turn the nosepiece to the scanning power objective when you are finished.
