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DNA spooling

calf thymus (sweetbreads) 

· a piece about the size of your thumbprint works for 30 students.

· Put it in water and then a small food processor/blender (breaks down the cells)

· Fill test tube to about 1 centimeter

· Add woolite (sodium dodecile sulfate - a soap to break up the lipid bilayer of the plasma membrane)

· Finger vortex

· Add protease (Adolf’s meat tenderizer) – a tiny bit (1g)

· You could follow with a restriction digest

· 3 tubs, 3.4-4 gallons, exclusively for urchins

· get a warm water spp.

· Potassium chloride causes them to spawn

· Collect sperm and remove from seawater (they last only 1 hour in seawater)
