The Animal Survey


First, everyone should read Chp. 28 in the Biology text for a good definition and overview of the Animal Kingdom.  Learn what the MAJOR characteristics are. 


Then, using the following schedule, you are to create and xerox for each member of the class (A block – 25, B block – 25), one (count it, ONE – front page only) sheet of information (notes of sorts) that includes the following information for your particular animal group:

1. Phylum  name

2. Subphylum or important groups/classes

3. Common examples of each groups

4. Methods: (How does it……?)

a. reproduction

b. nervous system, response to stimuli

c. movement

d. food-getting, digestion

e. excretion

f. respiratory/gas exchange

g. circulation/internal transport

h. Brief life history (starts out as egg….)

i. Habitat

****A suggestion – if you are working in pairs, divide the tasks up, each of you write about ½ sheet paper, then attach to an e-mail to one member of the duo to be combined for one whole sheet for xeroxing.


Beginning on Monday, June 3, each duo will have approximately 10 - 15 minutes to present your animals to the class.  Remember, everyone is capable of reading so no need to “read” your notes to the class.  The presentation mainly is for some interesting facts about the animals in the group and for any visuals.  I have lots of samples of the animals, and videos which you may use to find maybe a small clip to show to the class.  But you need to take the initiative to assemble, cue, etc……
